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STILL GOING STRONG FOR 100 YEARS S

New Year? First year or 100 years! The Ellington Farman Library is

excited to be celebrating their 100th anniversary this year and we hope you

will come to the library to enjoy this year of celebration with us. Later in the
year we will have a historical display and lot’s of things to remind us of 100 years. For
now I'd like to offer you the following short synopsis of our history in the town so you
can have a point of reference.

The library received its Certification of Incorporation from the State of New York in
January 1922. The first location was a tiny one room building on West Main
Street. The building once housed the law office of Theodore Case and was donated
by Lucy Case and Cora Hill. Following renovations, the library opened on August 12,
1925 with Miss Grace Farman as the first librarian.

The library joined the Chautauqua-Cattaraugus Library System on October 22,
1960. In September 1972 the library moved to the former Ellington Grange Building
on the Town Square, previously the Bailey and Son Dry Goods Store. Volunteers com-
pleted most of the required renovations. After nearly 30 years at that location, it
became evident that this building no longer suited the needs of the library, and a
search began for a new location. On October 8, 2003 the Board of Trustees took over
ownership of the former Lock, Stock, and Barrel Country Store located on the corner
of the Town Square, previously the Red and White Grocery Store and the Eigenbroadt
Grocery and Hardware Store. Moving to the new location took place in April 2004,
and in May 2004 the library re-opened to the public. Here we are still!

A lot of things have happened in 100 years. Just for fun let's compare a few prices
of common goods from 1925. A gallon of gas cost 22 cents and if you were lucky
enough to own a Model T Ford you paid about $260. Speaking of cars, the Maxwell
Motor Company was founded in 1904, but in 1925 it was reorganized into what is
now Chrysler. I’'m sure those companies never would have imagined a vehicle running
on electric! A loaf of bread cost 9 cents and a dozen eggs was 55 cents. The average
household income was $5,249. Remember, though, that this is right before the great
depression hit.

What was happening in the sports world? In 1925, The Victoria Cougars won the
Stanley Cup over the Montreal Canadiens (3 games to 1). The Kezar Stadium in
California opened as the first home of the San Francisco 49ers and Oakland Raiders,
Who won the 1925 World Series? The Pittsburgh Pirates won, beating the Washington
Senators (4 games to 3) If you had bet on Flying Ebony to win the Kentucky Derby you
would have made a lot of money. Helen Wills Moody was the winner of the US
Women's National Tennis Championship.

The crossword puzzle fad was so popular that the Chicago Department of Public
Health had to study it and came to the conclusion that it “caused no ill health effects
from headaches or eye strain”. Whew! So glad they studied that!

In 1925 the Jazz Age was in full swing. It was the year Louis Armstrong and Duke
Ellington made their first recordings. The Phantom of the Opera opened at movie the-
aters. People danced the Charleston and read a new novel called The Great Gatsby.

On February 21, 1925, The New Yorker Magazine debuted. It was founded by
Harold Ross, one of the original members of the Algonquin Round Table, and his first
wife, Jane Grant, a reporter for The New York Times.

My wish is that our library will be doing things that 100 years from now people will
still be talking about. Wishing you all a great 2025 and hope to see you in the library!

1929, Heroldsberg, Germany. Rolf might only be twelve years old, but he’s old enough to know that
things have not been good in his country since the end of the Great War. Half of Germany is out of work,
and a new political movement is taking hold that scares him. Every night, Rolf’s father and older brother,
Romer, have increasingly heated arguments about politics at the dinner table.

When there is an act of vandalism against a Jewish-owned business in town, Rolf fears Romer might
have had something to do with it. Can Rolf find a way to intervene before things get any worse?

BY ERNEST HEMINGWAY

In 1937 Ernest Hemingway traveled to Spain to
cover the civil war there for the North American
Newspaper Alliance. Three years later he
completed the greatest novel to emerge from "the
good fight," For Whom the Bell Tolls. The story of
Robert Jordan, a young American in the
International Brigades attached to an antifascist
guerilla unit in the mountains of Spain, it tells of
loyalty and courage, love and defeat, and the
tragic death of an ideal. In his portrayal of
Jordan's love for the beautiful Maria and his
superb account of El Sordo's last stand, in his
brilliant travesty of La Pasionaria and his
unwillingness to believe in blind faith, Hemingway
surpasses his achievement in The Sun Also
Rises and A Farewell to Arms to create a work at
once rare and beautiful, strong and brutal,
compassionate, moving and wise. "If the function
of a writer is to reveal reality," Maxwell Perkins
wrote to Hemingway after reading the manu-
script, "no one ever so completely performed it."
Greater in power, broader in scope, and more
intensely emotional than any of the author's
previous works, it stands as one of the best war
novels of all time.

AUTHOR FOCUS

Ernest Miller Hemingway was an American novelist, short-
story writer and journalist. Best known for an economical,
understated style that significantly influenced later 20th-century
writers, he is often romanticized for his adventurous lifestyle,
and outspoken and blunt public image. Most of Hemingway's
works were published between the mid-1920s and mid-1950s,
including seven novels, six short-story collections and two non-
fiction works. His writings have become classics of American
literature; he was awarded the 1954 Nobel Prize in Literature,
while three of his novels, four short-story collections and three
nonfiction works were published posthumously.

Hemingway was raised in Oak Park, lllinois. After high school,
he spent six months as a cub reporter for The Kansas City Star
before enlisting in the Red Cross. He served as an ambulance
driver on the Italian Front in World War | and was seriously
wounded in 1918. His wartime experiences formed the basis for
his 1929 novel A Farewell to Arms. He married Hadley
Richardson in 1921, the first of four wives. They moved to Paris
where he worked as a foreign correspondent for the Toronto
Star and fell under the influence of the modernist writers and
artists of the 1920s' "Lost Generation" expatriate community.
His debut novel The Sun Also Rises was published in 1926.

He divorced Richardson in 1927 and married Pauline Pfeiffer.
They divorced after he returned from the Spanish Civil War,
where he had worked as a journalist and which formed the basis
for his 1940 novel For Whom the Bell Tolls. Martha

Gellhorn became his third wife in 1940. He and Gellhorn
separated after he met Mary Welsh Hemingway in London
during World War Il. Hemingway was present with Allied troops
as a journalist at the Normandy landings and the liberation of
Paris. He maintained permanent residences in Key West,
Florida, in the 1930s and in Cuba in the 1940s and 1950s. On
a 1954 trip to Africa, he was seriously injured in two plane
accidents on successive days, leaving him in pain and ill health
for much of the rest of his life. In 1959, he bought a house in
Ketchum, Idaho, where, in mid-1961, he died of suicide.
